This new edition of a true treasure and a faithful favorite for the Advent and Christmas season
is a beautiful celebration of the joyous warmth that marks the Yule tide. Gustaf Nordqvist’'s
composition Jul, Jul Stralande Jul (Engl. Wonderful Peace) had its first publication in Sweden
in 1921 and quickly became one of the most loved songs to be performed in Yule tide. It is a true
evergreen still being sung in Christmas concerts, church services and by wandering carolers. With
its new instrumental addition it can be performed as a soprano solo with piano accompaniment,
with SATB chorus and organ in Nordqvist's unchanged setting, or with chorus, piano and string
quartet, that brings out the serene, lush quality in this work. A true, unchanged beauty for traditional
Christmas programming!

About the Composer
Gustaf Nordqvist (1886-1949), Swedish composer, church musician and music educator, was
primarily active in the Stockholm music life. He concluded his studies at the Stockholm Music
Conservatory with an organ degree and traveled to Berlin in 1913 for extended studies. He
returned to Stockholm for a position as organist at Adolf Fredrik Church and was eventually hired
as Professor at Wohlfart's Piano School. Nordqvist wrote instrumental music as well as sacred

and secular choral works. His melodic language is strongly expressive, while also being vocally
rewarding.
